Crafts

1.Easter Garden – Make an Easter Garden to show where Jesus rose again.
You can use anything you can find in your garden.

Find a container, maybe a plastic food container or something bigger. Fill with soil. Add a flowerpot or an egg box holder as at tomb, make a cross from twigs and then some flowers, dandelions or daisies. [image: image2.jpg]



2.Make an Easter tree – Gather some sticks from the park or your garden and place in a pot

Download the small Easter egg template included. Colour and cut out the eggs and then attach the eggs to the tree with string. Add other decorations too.
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3. Make an Easter card – You can take a piece of A4 card or paper and cut it in half. Then make a cross using masking tape. Paint right across the cross. When, the painting is dry remove the masking tape and you will have a white cross. Trim the edges and then stick on another sheet of A4 paper which you have folded in half
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Or you could ….

Paint an Easter picture, write prayer on a heart shape. Make a picture using leaves and twigs and things from the garden.

However, you celebrate it, remember, that Easter is about Jesus.
It is a story of LOVE
